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2011 HOME INSPECTION REMINDERS 


The ACC chair, Debbie Schultz, must be notified prior to starting major repairs (repainting in a different color; replacing your fence; new roof, doors or windows, etc.) and upon completion of repairs. 


Homeowners must complete repairs by the date given in the letter. Failure to conduct repairs within the allotted time could result in penalties against the homeowner. 


If you are unable to make the repairs in the allotted time, contact the ACC chair.














Home Owner Association fees are due on July 1, 2011. 


 The quarterly rate is $200.





The annual meeting for homeowners will be held on June 18, 2011 at 10:00. The location is the playground on Pierrpont St. A drawing will be held for a free quarters worth of dues. The winner must be present and in good standing.  In the event of rain, the meeting will be held on June 25th. Bring a chair or blanket to sit on during the meeting.





Parking:





The Association owns, and the Board assigns, parking spots in the community. The Board does not recognize agreements made between neighbors re-assigning parking.  Contact a Board member if you do not know what parking spots are assigned to your home.





Permit parking is only authorized in parking spots having “permit” painted on the curb, and parking permits must hang from the rear-view mirror and be visible from the windshield. New parking permits are on order and will be distributed this summer.

Summer Safety Tips


From the Fairfax County Government Web Site.


Follow these tips to help beat the heat: 


Drink plenty of fluids: Drink two to four glasses of cool fluids each hour.


Do not drink caffeinated or alcoholic beverages because they dehydrate the body.


Keep cool indoors: If you can, stay in an air-conditioned area. Resting for just two hours in air conditioning can significantly reduce heat-related illnesses.


Plan outdoor activities around the heat: If you must go outside, go before noon or at night when it's cooler. Avoid strenuous physical activities or reschedule them for the coolest part of the day, usually the early morning.


Give your body a break: Heat is stressful on your body. Limit physical activity until your body adjusts to the heat.


Eat light meals, avoiding high-protein foods because they increase metabolic heat.


Don’t take salt tablets unless directed by a physician.


Wear light-colored clothing, which helps reflect sunlight.


Wear sunscreen to prevent sunburn. Sunburn makes it more difficult for your body to cool off.


Never leave children or pets unattended in a car—not even for a few minutes. Even with the windows slightly open, the temperature in a car on a 93-degree day can soar to 125 degrees in just 20 minutes and approximately 140 degrees in 40 minutes.

Potential Fire Hazard

We recently had an "almost" fire in the clothes dryer - it seems we all clean out the lint gizmo, and sometimes the back of the machine if we are able or think about it - but there is a large pipe running across the top of our ceiling in the basement which over 25 years collected a ton of lint and was thus clogging the element.  Fortunately, we smelled something while the dryer was going and looked in the back, which was glowing.  


The young man who came to repair the machine told us about the big pipe, took down the middle section and hosed it out - gobs of lint - and then vacuumed the parts left hooked up – now, not only have we reduced the chance of a fire, but the dryer takes half the time to do the job (saved electricity)!  
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
